DOWNLOADING AND INSTALLING PC-EDVR SOFTWARE

1. Download and Install the PC-EDVR program.  The PC-EDVR program is required to view (open) and print your EDVR.  

a. For Windows 98/98SE/ME/NT/2000/XP operating systems, download PC-EDVR 32 BIT version (contact your IT representative if you’re not sure).  For Windows 3.1/95, go to “c.” below:

(1) Go to http://www.epmac.nola.navy.mil/downloads.htm#software and download “PCEDVR32BIT.zip” file to your computer’s hard disk drive.
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(Figure 1.1)

(2) Click on the “Zip” hyperlink (Figure 1.1).

(3) The “File Download” window will appear.  Click the “Save” button (Figure 1.2).
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(Figure 1.2)

(4) The “Save as” window will appear.  Select and note the folder that you would like to save the file into.   Recommended locations are in the “c:\windows\temp”, “my documents”, or “my downloads” folders.  Click the “Save” button (Figure 1.3).

(5) The “File Download” window will appear.  When the download is complete, click the “Open” button.  (Note: You will need an extraction utility such as WINZIP or PKWARE for windows to extract the “.zip”.  Self extraction utilities come standard with Windows 2000/XP.  Contact your command’s IT representative if you are unable to open the PCEDVR32BIT.ZIP file).  

(a).  When the extraction utility opens, select “extract all files” in the current location.

b. Install the PCEDVR 32 BIT Program.
(1) From the list of files extracted from the “PCEDVR32BIT.ZIP”, find and double click on the “Setup.exe” file (Figure 1.5).

(2) The “PCEDVR Setup” window will appear.  Click the “OK” button to begin the installation (Figure 1.6).

(3) Click the Computer Icon Button (Figure 1.7).  Note the installation directory is “C:\Program Files\Pcedvr\”.

(4) Setup will begin installing the software.  And notify you when the installation is complete.

c. For Windows 3.1/95 download and install PC-EDVR 16 BIT version (Figure 1.8).  Follow steps “a.(1)” through “b.(4)” for the 16 BIT version.

DOWNLOADING YOUR PC-EDVR

[FTP METHOD] [HYPERTERMINAL (FOR ALL O/S)] [REFLECTION] [WILDCAT NAVIGATOR (FOR ALL O/S EXCEPT WIN2000)] [DIALING INTO EPMAC PC-EDVR BBS] 
2. There are several ways to download your PC-EDVR program.  “HyperTerminal” (a default component of all Windows operating systems), or “Reflection”  (installed on NMCI Windows 2000 systems) are the recommended programs to connect to the PC-EDVR BBS.  Wildcat Navigator (download from EPMAC’s website) can be used to connect to the EPMAC PC-EDVR BBS for machines using Windows 95/98/98SE/ME/NT/XP however, since most machines are being loaded with Windows 2000 (i.e. NMCI workstations), it is recommended you use HyperTerminal or Reflection.  You can also dial-in using your computer’s Modem.  The easiest method for downloading the PC-EDVR file only (can’t change user settings, i.e. password) is the FTP method    (Note: DELETE ALL FILES FROM THE “C:\PROGRAM FILES\PCEDVR\IMPORT” FOLDER PRIOR TO DOWNLOADING YOUR NEW PCEDVR TO ENSURE YOU HAVE THE MOST CURRENT DATA.  You must have an account and password to access the PC-EDVR BBS.  For password related problems contact the PC-EDVR help desk at DSN 678-5487/1672/6999/6553/1009 or Commercial 504-678-5487/1672/6999/6553/1009 for account questions. )

a. For commands with reliable internet connections, using your web browser (i.e. Internet Explorer or Netscape Navigator) and FTP to download your PC-EDVR is perhaps the easiest method.  (Note: Some firewalls block both inbound and outbound FTP.  Contact your command IT representative for more information).

(1) Open your browser and type ftp://xxxxx@164.229.33.170 (xxxxx = your UIC) in the address (URL) box (Figure 2.1), and hit the “enter” key.

(2) Another box will appear requiring a login id (enter your UIC) and a password, hit “enter”.

(3) A list of folders will appear including the folder(s) labeled for your UIC and UIC’s you have access to.  Double click on that folder.

(4) A list of files will be displayed.  Right mouse click on the file you would like to download and select “copy to folder”  (Figure 2.2).

(5) Copy the file to the “c:\program files\pcedvr\import” folder (Note: The location of your “pcedvr\import” folder may be different depending on your PC-EDVR program installation) (Figure 2.3).  Go to “Viewing your PC-EDVR” once download is successful.

b. Configuring Hyper-terminal for connecting to EPMAC PC-EDVR BBS.  Hyper-terminal is a default component of virtually every Windows operating system since Windows 95 (Reflection is a similar TELNET program that is on the standard NMCI “Gold Disk” installation).

(1) Go to the “Start” button, select “Programs”, “Accessories”, “Communications”, then click on the “Hyper-terminal” icon.

(2) Set up a new connection by naming the new connection “PCEDVR” and select an ICON (Figure 2.4).  Click “OK”

(3) The “Connect To” window will appear.  Select “TCP/IP (Winsock)” in the “Connect using:” box.  Enter “164.229.33.170” in the “Host address:” box.  Leave the “Port Number” set to “23”. (Note:  Some firewalls block port 23.  Consult your command’s IT Representative if you are unable to connect using port 23) (Figure 2.5).  Click “OK”

(4) The Hyper-terminal Window will appear.  If you have connected successfully, a window stating that “You have connected to node XX on EPMAC PCEDVR” (Figure 2.6).  

(5) Now configure Hyper-terminal to download your PC-EDVR to the “c:\program files\pcedvr\import” folder:

(a)  Select the “Transfer” pull-down menu.  Then select “Receive File”.

(b) The “Receive File” window will appear.  Select the location of the “pcedvr\import” folder (usually “c:\program files\pcedvr\import”) in the “Place the received file in the following folder block” (Figure 2.7).  Click “Close”.

(6) From the “Main Menu”, select “D” to download your PCEDVR.  Enter the “UIC.exe” for “File 1” and the enter to skip “File 2” (If you have access to multiple UIC’s enter those into the File 2, 3, etc.).

(7) Enter “D” again and enter “Z” for ZMODEM protocol (Figure 2.8).  

(8) Hit the “Enter” key to download your PCEDVR.  When the download is complete, you’ll see the “Download Successful” indication (Figure 2.9)

(9) Save your Hyper-terminal session before disconnecting.  Ensure that you save your Hyper-terminal session/settings by going to the “File” pull-down menu and selecting “Save” before you disconnect.

c. “Reflection” is Terminal/FTP Client software installed on standard Navy and Marine Corps Intranet (NMCI) Windows 2000 workstations.  Configuring Reflection to connect to the EPMAC PC-EDVR BBS is similar to HyperTerminal.  

(1) Configuring Reflection’s Terminal Client is fairly simple (Note:  Some variations exist based on the version of Reflection installed on your machine.).  Begin by starting the Reflection X program.  The Reflection Client Manager window should appear (Figure 2.10).

(2) Select the “File” pull-down menu, select “New”, select “Reflection Connection Wizard”, then click “OK”, select “Terminal Session” in the “Session Type Window” and click “Next”.  Select “Over a network (including dial-up)” when asked “How do you want to establish your connection?”, and click “Next” (Figure 2.11).

(8) Now that you are connected to the EPMAC PC-EDVR BBS, you should specify where to download the PC-EDVR by going to the “Setup” pull-down menu in the terminal window (Figure 2.19) and select “File Transfer”.

(10) Now you can download your PC-EDVR the same as in steps  2.b.(6) thru (9) in the “HyperTerminal” section.  When the correct file is marked for download and you begin the download, a “File Transfer in Progress” window will appear to verify that the file is being downloaded to the correct directory (Figure 2.22)

(11) Next time you want to login to the PC-EDVR BBS, simply open your Reflection Client Manager, select the “File” pull-down menu, select “Open”, select “Client Session”, select “Settings” for “Files of type”, select “PCEDVR.r2w” , and select “Open” (Figure 2.23).  This should automatically connect you to the PC-EDVR and log you in.

d. Downloading your PCEDVR can be also be accomplished by downloading and installing Wildcat Navigator on Windows 3.1/95/98/98SE/ME/XP machines.  Because WCNAV 5.0 is not recommended for Windows 2000 machines, “Hyper-terminal” or “Reflection” is the recommended program for downloading your PC-EDVR. Go to EPMAC’s website at http://www.epmac.nola.navy.mil/ , “Downloads”, and scroll down to “Software”.  Go to “2.e.” below to learn how to configure Wildcat Navigator.  Go to “2.f” below to learn how to download your PCEDVR using Wildcat Navigator.

(1) Click on the “Program” hyperlink adjacent to “Wildcat Navigator for all O/S’s” (Figure 2.24) to download the program.

g. Dialing (using your computer modem) to the EPMAC PC-EDVR BBS.  When a dedicated connection to the Internet is not available, users can dial in to the EPMAC BBS server modem bank (28.8K) to download there PCEDVR.

(1) If using HyperTerminal, follow steps 2.b to configure the terminal client but in step 2.b.(3), in the “Device to use” , select the “COM” port that the Modem is using vice TCP/IP (WINSOCK) (Figure 2.5), i.e. COM1, COM2, COM3, or COM4.  If using Wildcat Navigator, follow step 2.e but in step 2.e.(3)  PCEDVR connection (Figure 2.33) set the “Device to use”  is the “COM” port that the Modem is using, i.e. COM1, COM2, COM3, or COM4.

a) To check what COM port the modem is using, go to “My Computer”, “Control Panel” ,  “Modems”.   The COM port the modem is using is listed in the modem properties window.

(2) In the “Area Code” and “Phone Number or Host Address” box, enter one of the phone numbers listed below (DSN prefix is 678).

(3) Save your connection settings.  When you double-click the PC-EDVR connection you’ve created, you’ll connect to the EPMAC PC-EDVR BBS when the terminal window appears.  Downloading your PC-EDVR once connected is the same as steps 2.b (HyperTerminal) and 2.e (Wildcat Navigator).

ESTABLISHING A NEW ACCOUNT ON EPMAC PC-EDVR BBS

3. You will need to connect to the EPMAC PC-EDVR BBS using HyperTerminal, Reflection, or Wildcat Navigator as described in step 2 above.  (Note: Only one account per UIC is normally authorized).  

a. Once you have connected to the BBS, enter “C” to continue until the “User Name:” is displayed (Figure 3.1).  Enter your UIC as the User Name (DO NOT USE YOUR LAST NAME, COMMAND NAME ETC.), enter “Y” to create a new user account, choose a password and confirm the password (passwords should be at least 8 alpha-numeric characters including at least 1 numeral).
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(Figure 3.1)

(1) A “Welcome” screen will appear and inform you that you must fill out the New User Questionnaire (Figure 3.2).  Enter “C” to continue to questionnaire.
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(Figure 3.2)

(2) Enter your command name, voice DSN number, voice commercial number, and FAX number (optional), and E-MAIL address.  Press “Enter” to continue (Figure 3.3) .
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(Figure 3.3)

(3) The Main Menu will appear (Figure 3.4).  You will not be able to download your PC-EDVR until your account is verified (using your phone and/or E-MAIL address provided) and registered by the SYSOP (normally within 1 working day).  If you would like to correct information in your “New User Questionnaire”, enter “C” to continue, then enter “Q” for Questionnaire.

(4) After creating an account, allow EPMAC 40KM Department 1 full working day to verify the information and register you as a user.  You will be notified by the SYSOP within 1 full working day that your account is registered via BBS message.  Once your account is registered, your UIC.exe file (PC-EDVR) is available for download.

CHANGING YOUR PASSWORD

4. Changing your account password.

a. From the “Main Menu”, enter “Y” for “Your Settings”.  Enter “P” for password and enter your new password (Note: all passwords should be at least 8 alpha-numerics and should have at least one number)(Figure 4.1).

b. Ensure you log out by selecting “Q” for Quit, then “G” for Goodbye before you disconnect (Figure 4.2).

5. Once you’ve installed the correct version of the PC-EDVR program, and have downloaded your UIC.exe file to the PCEDVR\IMPORT folder, you are ready to run the PC-EDVR Program. 

a. Double click on the PCEDVR program icon to start the PC-EDVR program.

(1) Extract and Import your PC-EDVR by selecting the “Maintenance Menu” button (Figure 5.1).
